—. Credits:

Credit is the measurement unit of students' learning amount. The credit calculation of each
course is mainly based on the number of hours arranged in the training scheme. One credit
is generally equivalent to 16 credit hours.

.- Conversion of grade points:

The maximum Course Grade Point of our school is 5, and the specific conversion method
is as follows:

Course Grade Point (calculated on the basis of centesimal course scores) :

Course Grade Point = (the course score +10) -5

If the course score is less than 60 points, Course Grade Point of the course is 0.

If calculated in Five-Letter Grading System, which includes Excellent, Good, Medium,
Pass and Fail, Course Grade Point for each course shall be recorded as 4.5, 3.5, 2.5, 1.5
and 0 respectively.

Course Credit-Grade Point:

Course Credit-Grade Point = Course Grade Point x Course Credit

GPA: GPA=total Course Grade Points + total Course Credits

—. Conversion of Course Scores:

Criteria of conversion between Centesimal System and Five-Letter Grading System: for
each course, course points between 0 and 59 equals Fail; course points between 60 and 69

equals Pass; course points between 70 and 79 equals Medium; course points between 80
and 89 equals Good; course points between 90 and 100 equals Excellent.
